On February 27th, more than 100 residents gathered
for a community forum on the future of water service
in the western end of the township.  Residents were

Environmental Protection, Rock Springs Water Company, and others to
engage in a candid, open dialogue about the future of water service in
the area served by Rock Springs Water Company.  Also in attendance
were Representative Mike Fleck (81st Legislative District) and a staff
member for Representative Scott Conklin (77th Legislative District).

Police Report from State Patty's Day Weekend
The Centre County Alcohol Task Force conducted
DUI roving patrols from Friday, February 28th
through Sunday, March 2nd.  Seven drivers were
arrested for driving while under the influence of
alcohol, and one was arrested for driving under the
influence of marijuana. Six drivers were issued traffic
citations for various violations including driving while
suspended.  Two people were cited for public

drunkenness and two for underage drinking.  Additionally 73 people were
warned about various traffic infractions.
